Now let's take a look at the first rule of thumb.
Johnny asks the following : “How do | get my a#ttrto fly faster?”

Well besides the obvious things like flying at gtrer power setting or following a gale for¢e
south easterly wind some of you might not know thatoading your aircraft with a centre of
gravity further aft toward the rear limit will relsun that precious few knots extra. The
reasoning behind this is that aerodynamically yduhe slightly reducing the amount of down
force created by the horizontal stabilizer resglin a slightly less stable but faster aircraft.

PLEASE remember that the tips provided in this columnads your information only ang
should in no way replace your own flight plannirg fach flight and that it is still you
responsibility to do proper flight planning and glai and balance calculations with reference
to your aircraft operating manual ALWAYS make sure that your aircraft is within weight
and the centre of gravity within the limits.

PRECISION LANDING TRAINING CAMP

Flying competition in Poland this year, gave a fimig at the Cape Town Flying Club to a group of
aspirant precision pilots on all aspects of precisandings.

On Saturday morning at 8am, 11 pilots, 6 planedggs, spectators and commentators (along with a
fast-food truck) were lined up and raring to goFagantekraal. A quick safety briefing (the usual:
don’t bump into anyone and if you are going to brag and do it somewhere else), a couple of
frantic “bingo box” painters with more paint on th@erson than on the runway, and it was all
systems go. The “bingo box” is a 2m deep stripatpdi on the runway that you need to touch down
on with the main wheels. Penalty points are addgubdding on how far you land before or after the
“bingo box”.

Some made it look like
they had been practicing for a while and some mdbat it wasn't as easy as it looked. With the

radio help of the three champions on the grourelpttots soon got the hang of actually landingta lo

closer to the “bingo box”. And then of course,talk guys were put to shame by a certain lady who

The “power-off’ landings were a lot more difficulEven with all the guidance from the experts on
the ground, there were a lot of “missed approachésd low approaches”, and even some “tree and
grass pruning” approaches.

At the end of the day, a mini landing competitiamydded some interesting results. Stellenbosch
pilot, Eric Gerber, took the honors with the leastount of points. Mark Busse from CTFC claimed
second place, and Tania Ditner of CTFC surprisetyene by claiming the8spot. 4' place would
have gone to a certain instructor, but he was pEthfor reshaping the tail ring on the Tomahawk
instead of using the main wheels to land on.
